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IMPORTANT INFORMATION

CUTTING & FABRICATION

•	 Overall Width = Wall to wall distance

•	 Overall Height = Height from curb to top of glass

•	 Gliding Panel & stationary panel extend 2-7/16'' above the 
top of the header tube

•	 Formula for fabricating stationary panel assumes a 3/16'' 
deduction to accommodate clamps or u-channel at bottom 
of glass.

•	 Formula for fabricating the gliding panel uses a 5/16'' 
deduction to accommodate the base door guide.

•	 Formula for glass fabrication will produce a 2'' overlap 
between the gliding and stationary panels.

•	 The height of the header tube is 1-3/16''.

•	 The gap between the two glass panels is 1''.

Glass Cutting Formulas

Stationary Panel
Width = Overall Width / 2 + 7/8''
Height = Overall Height - 3/16'' 

Gliding Panel
Width = Overall Width / 2 + 7/8''
Height of gliding panel = overall height - 5/16'' 

Tube Cutting Formulas

Length = Overall Width - l''

Holes = (2) @ Ø

First  Hole placement  = 3-3/8” from end of tube

Second Hole placement = ((Overall Width/2) – 2-5/8”) 
from end of tube 
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CUTOUT DRAWING

1 Wall Mount placement:
On the center line of the wall, measure down from the top of the overall height 3-3/16”. Place 
a mark. This is the drill location for the wall block to which the header tube mounts. Attach 
wall mount fitting block at this location.

For wall-to-wall installations, repeat this step on the opposite side of the opening.

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3 Glass Return Option:
If installing Harmony in a wall-to-wall configuration, skip to step 5. If installing glass return 
configuration, repeat step 2 for glass return fixed panel. Vertical jamb support along wall side of 
glass return is responsibility of installer.

2 Stationary Panel Support:
Place base mounting system for stationary glass panel. Mount the clamps or channel at the base of 
the fixed panel in a manner that will allow for ½” clearance between the center line (center of header 
tube) and the inside edge of the glass.

4 Glass Return Mount:
Attach glass return mount through hole in fixed glass return panel.

6 Tube Drilling: 
Drill (2) Ø1/4” holes in the tube. 

First Hole Placement = 3-3/8” from end of tube.

Second Hole Placement = ((Overall Width of opening/2) – 2-5/8”) from end of tube.

5 Tube Cutting:
Cut 78” long header tube. Take Overall Width – 1” to calculate the length of the tube.

7 Door Stopper:
Slide the door stopper into place before fastening the header tube to the walls. It will 
ultimately be situated between the wall and the stationary panel mount.

8 Wall Mount Sleeves:
Slide the tube holding wall mount sleeves onto each end of the tube. Make sure that the set 
screws are facing upwards.

9 Mounting the Tube:
Place the header tube into place at the blocks mounted to the wall in Step 1. 
Slide the tube holding sleeves of the wall mount fittings to each end and tighten in place with 
set screws. Note: if header tube requires adjustment up or down, simply loosen the screw in 
the center block and move the block to the desired location. 

10 Stationary Pane: 
Set the stationary glass panel in place on the clamps/channel mounted to the curb and attach the fixed 
panel mounts to both the glass and header tube. Ensure a gasket remains between the glass and the 
metal washers of the mounts.
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11 Rollers:
Attach the upper two rollers to the door glass panel. Use the correct size of screw according to the 
width of glass used: longer screw for 3/8” glass, shorter screw for ¼” glass. The rollers should be 
adjusted to the center of the oblong bushing.

12 Hang Door:
Temporarily hang the door by the upper two rollers on the tube.

13 Door Guide:
While the door is hanging in the closed position, place the Door Guide and mark the location. 
Remove the door and fasten the bottom guide into place.

14 Hang Door & Lower Rollers:
Replace the door and attach the lower two rollers to the glass door panel. Ensure the lower rollers are 
touching the header tube before permanently tightening into place. Adjust the rollers as required to 
ensure the door slides smoothly along bar. The rollers have a peg hole for rotating the oblong bushing. 
This results in increased or decreased contact with the header tube. Adjust as needed so the rollers 
move smoothly on the tube.

15 Door Pull: 
Attach glass pull to door. Placement of the door pull is typically up to installer discretion.

16 L-Seal Vinyl:
Cut length of L-Seal to equal the height of the base/curb to the top of the door glass panel.
Close the door and locate the position needed for the L-Seal. Tape into place and seal with silicone 
on each side of the L-Seal.
